Parent Focus Group for Evaluation of the Infant communication DVD “Look at You”
The Counties Manukau District Health Board (CMDHB) has asked Health Outcomes International (HOI) to conduct an evaluation of the Infant communication DVD “Look at You”. The DVD is intended for people with a reasonable level of spoken English. Maaori and Pacific language versions of the DVD are under development.
You are invited to take part in the evaluation by participating in a focus group to give us feedback on the DVD. Because you are (or are soon to be) a parent with a young baby the DHB would like to hear your views.

We would really appreciate your involvement in this evaluation.

Participation is voluntary (your choice). If you choose not to participate you will not be disadvantaged in any way. Also you can participate and choose to answer only the questions that you are comfortable with. You are also encouraged to raise any questions that you may have concerning the evaluation of the Infant DVD. The feedback you give will help the CMDHB to make decisions about the appropriateness and use of the DVD within Counties Manukau.

What to expect 

If you choose to take part in a focus group you will be asked to sign a consent form. 

The focus group will take up to 90 minutes. 
At the focus group, you will view the DVD, and then be asked about your thoughts and impressions from the DVD. The type of questions you will be asked will include: 
· What did you learn, if anything, from the DVD?

· Could you relate to the people in the DVD?

· Do you feel that the DVD is appropriate to your needs and situation? 
· Any other comments or questions about the DVD?

If you take part in a focus group we would, with your permission, like to collect information about your age, gender, and ethnicity, so that we can build up a picture of all the people/whaanau we have talked with for this study. 

Refreshments and a token of appreciation in the form of a $20 voucher will be provided per person.

Confidentiality

Your participation is strictly confidential.  This means that we do not record your name or any other identifying personal information about you for this study. 

Information about the evaluation

The main purpose of the evaluation is to: 

· Assess the acceptability and appropriateness of the communication DVD for the relevant Counties Manukau population;

· Establish whether or not families/whaanau with young babies find the DVD helpful and informative; and

· Ascertain whether the DVD is an appropriate and useful tool for health professionals working with families with young babies.

Evaluation findings will be written up in a report for the CMDHB. The CMDHB will consider the report and make decisions about the DVD.
